Richardson will continue
twice-per-month watering

The City of Richardson will continue Modifi ed Stage 3 water re-
strictions through the summer due to critical shortages at North Texas 
Municipal Water District (NTMWD) water supply reservoirs. The re-
strictions allow Richardson property owners to irrigate outdoors on the 
fi rst and third Saturday or Sunday of the month dependent on property 
address. Summer water restrictions also prevent outdoor irrigation be-
tween the hours of 10 a.m. to 6 p.m.
