Project: Brick Row Townhomes
Location: 526 — 630 Alexandra Avenue
North and south side of Brick Row, west of Alexandra
Avenue.
Staff Comments: The site plan reflects the development of thirteen (13),

front-entry townhomes along Alexandra Avenue. In
2008, with the approval of the concept plan for Brick
Row, the City Council granted several exceptions from
the Spring Valley Station District regulations for the
subject townhome lots. The exceptions granted included
a five (5) foot building setback along Alexandra Avenue,
permitted the subject lots to have garage access onto a
street in lieu of an alley, and eliminated the amenity zone,
sidewalk, yard and built-to zone requirements along
Alexandra Avenue. To mitigate the loss of the sidewalk
along Alexandra A venue, the concept plan reflected
pedestrian access behind the subject townhomes adjacent
to the creek, connecting to Brick Row. Due to the grade
difference between the finished floor of the townhomes
and the top of the retaining wall for the creek, possible
changes to the underground integrity of the supporting
structure of the retaining wall, and the desire by the
builder to provide a higher level of security for future
residents, the applicant is requesting elimination of the
sidewalk adjacent to the creek. In lieu of the sidewalk,
the applicant has agreed to construct an amenity zone and
sidewalk, along Jacob Drive just south of the subject
townhome lots in accordance with the Spring Valley
Station District design standards. The sidewalk will be
designed to direct pedestrians walking west along the
south side of Jacob Drive, to cross the street at the
intersection of Jacob Drive and Alexandra Avenue, and
continue to Brick Row.

Staff Comments: The landscape plan reflects the development of thirteen

(13) front-entry townhomes, with direct access to
Alexandra Avenue.

therefore, tree wells, street trees and decorative paving is
not required.

BACKGROUND

Building Design: The proposed elevations feature a brick and stone
facade with cementious fiberboard trim, cedar
accents and composition shingles. To be compatible
with the existing townhomes, the proposed front-
entry units will be constructed using the previously
approved masonry and color scheme palette. The
approved color schemes and masonry options have
been included for reference.

To show facade articulation, the applicant has
submitted foundation plans for each of the unit

types.
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
