Project History

In 2002-2003, the City of Richardson, Collin County, Collin College and
the Plano Independent School District (PISD) were all active in
responding to Texas Instruments’ (TI) global site selection review for a
new semiconductor fabrication facility

The agencies responded to the search with a comprehensive support
strategy:

The City of Richardson, Collin County and Collin College worked
together to develop a unified tax abatement document

PISD participated through a Chapter 313 Agreement that capped
taxable values*

The State of Texas Enterprise Fund dedicated $50M for construction
of an engineering education facility at UT-Dallas*

*Only applied to Phase 1



Agreement Overview

The unified tax abatement agreement included a Phase 1
and a Phase 2 development plan and support strategy

Phase 1 included the administration building and first
manufacturing facility

Had to be constructed by December 31, 2009
Phase 2 included a second manufacturing facility

Had to be constructed by December 31, 2015
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RFab Phase 2 Project Detalls

Analog chip manufacturing facility

Size of facility: 864,000 square feet

Size of clean room: 317,000 square
feet

A structured parking garage will be
added on site

Proposed improvements are
permitted by right




RFab Phase 2 Project Detalls

Number of RFAB Il employees: 350 - 850

When combined with Tl's existing
employment in with RFab Phase 1, Tl
expects to employ over 1,600 employees
in Richardson

Estimated total investment over time:
$1B - $3.4B
Estimated investment in buildings: $500 -
$600M

Estimated investment in semiconductor
manufacturing equipment: $500M -
$2.8B




Amended Phase 2 Support Strategy

Amend existing agreement to reflect the following terms:
Real Property — 75% tax abatement for 10 years (no change)

BPP — 15 year period for eligible investment (originally 20 years)
in accordance with the tax abatement terms outlined below

BPP (First 6 years) — 75% for 10 years (originally 100%)
BPP Retooling (Years 7-14) — 75 % for up to g years (no change)

Extend Phase 2 "Must be constructed by date” beyond December
2015 (Date TBD)

Applicable Ordinance

<« Chapter 18, Article I, Section 18-96(8)(B)(2);

Size: Electronic Message Centers may be either 100% of the total
sign area or up to 50%, if mixed with a non-electronic messaging
element.

<+ Chapter 18, Article I, Section 18-96(30)(B)(2);

Size: Monument Signs at religious institutions can be up to 6 feet
In height.

<« Chapter 18, Article |, Section 18-5(4);

Jump Clocks or digital display devices showing time or
temperature may be allowed only by a special permit from the
Sign Control Board.



Requested Variance

Allow for a digital display to be greater than 50% of the
total sign area. (Digital displays may not exceed 50% of
sign area mixed with a non-digital element)

Allow for time and temperature jump clock. (Requires
special permit approval from the SCB)

Allow for a monument sign to be 7 feet in overall height.
(Maximum height allowed is 6 feet)



Reason for request

Since a digital display is prohibited to operate between
the hours of 10 p.m. and 6 a.m. for religious institutions,
the church needs to add a non-digital element to identify
their location to the community on a 24 hour basis.

Due to the mature landscaping at the site an attached
building sign will not be visible.

Based on the size of E. Campbell Rd. (6 lanes) and the
speed of traffic, the digital display limits how many visible
messages can be displayed at one time.

Time and temperature would draw additional attention
to their sign.
