BACKGROUND
* Bylaws were last updated in July 2019

« Starting January 2026, Commission no longer conducting a briefing
session prior to the regular meeting

o Optimize meeting efficiency
o Affirm discussion/deliberation conducted during regular meeting

o Adopted bylaws address the current briefing sessions, thus amendments needed

« Additional bylaw amendments needed
o Offer clarity and consistency with administrative practices

o Compliance with state law changes



SUMMARY OF ORIGINAL PROPOSED BYLAW AMENDMENTS

* Quorum: Clearly defining the number of members that constitute
quorum

o Due to the allowance of alternate members to serve in the absence of regular
members

* Posting requirements: Updating meeting agenda posting
requirements
o Minimum three business days

o Due to statute change from 89th Regular Legislative Session



SUMMARY OF ORIGINAL PROPOSED BYLAW AMENDMENTS

(CONTINUED)

 Administrative practices: Clarification related to agenda packets and
submission of applications

o Match current practices (complete application submissions, digital packet
distribution)

o Providing flexibility to allow for alternate application submission methods
following implementation of a land management software

- Public notice: Noticing of public hearing items, following state statute
for consistency



SUMMARY OF ORIGINAL PROPOSED BYLAW AMENDMENTS

(CONTINUED)

« Agenda construction:

o Study session and similar related agenda items being posted on a regular
business meeting agenda

o Updating references for certain application types acted on by Commission:

= Special development plans — Main Street/Central Expressway Form Based Code and
Collins/Arapaho Form Based Code

= Major modifications — West Spring Valley Corridor Planned Development District

o Legal review: Flexibility for Chairperson/Commission to adjust the order of items
on posted agenda, during the meeting (if needed)



SUMMARY OF ORIGINAL PROPOSED BYLAW AMENDMENTS

(CONTINUED)

 Motions: Inclusion of language that addresses for members voting in
opposition to a motion:
o State for the public record the reason(s) why member is voting in opposition
o Benefit for the public, staff, City Council and the applicant

o Should the applicant seek to correct a request for reconsideration by the Commission
at a future date (where the Commission has final approval authority), or

o Address the Commission’s concern(s) prior to City Council consideration

o CPC 12/16 direction - recommended but not required; in favor or in opposition to
(Article V., Section 5.1.d. Motions)



SUMMARY OF ORIGINAL PROPOSED BYLAW AMENDMENTS

(CONTINUED)

 Continuances (public hearings):
o Currently limited to Commission and applicant to request continuance

o Allowing staff to request continuance (e.g. correcting public notice, providing additional
information that may not have been available at the time of packet distribution)

o CPC 12/16 direction — not limit to 30 days (Article V., Section 5.1.e.ii. Continuation of a
public hearing)



CPC DIRECTION 12/16/25 MEETING (KEY QUESTIONS ASKED)

« Meeting Start Time of 6:00 PM

* Acting Chairperson:

o In the absence of the Chairperson and the Vice-Chairperson, members present
will select a member to preside over such meeting, with the Director of
Development Services as a back-up option to appoint Chairperson

o Director shall open meeting; members must select

* Retaining the two-week introductory period for proposed bylaw
changes



ADDITIONAL CPC DIRECTION 12/16/25 MEETING (KEY ITEMS)

 Chairperson may initiate discussion about member’s attendance
(instead of member initiating discussion)

 Appointment language:

o CPC requested consistency between Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson
references, and requested “unless otherwise determined by City Council”
language be added

o Legal review: Council can modify the appointment at any time and appointment
is not limited to term (Article lll., Section 1 Chairperson and Section 2. Vice-
Chairperson)

 Alternate member participation:

o CPC requested clarification to match current practices with Chairperson
designating alternates per agenda item



ADDITIONAL BYLAW AMENDMENTS - LEGAL REVIEW
(KEY ITEMS)

* Ethics - conflicts of interest:

o Revised based on “legal” conflicts of interest per Texas Local Government Code
Chapter 171 and City’s Code of Ethics

o Removed references to ethical conflicts

* Tie Votes:
o Clarifying need for subsequent motions and votes to resolve an item

o Tie vote = motion fails

« Commission composition:
o Acknowledging membership representation from Councilmember Districts 1 - 4

o Consistent with the City Charter
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ADDITIONAL BYLAW AMENDMENTS - LEGAL REVIEW
(KEY ITEMS) (CONTINUED)

 Meetings:
o Clarifying all meetings are open to the public except closed meetings

o Consistency with Texas Open Meetings Act

« Recommendations (denials):

o Clarification and consistency with CZO regarding action being “with prejudice”
and “without prejudice”

* Petitions:

o Omitted due to lack of clarity when submitted, and application types to which
this applies

o Written protests to zoning actions shall follow state law
