BUS STOP CONFIGURATIONS

Recent bike design manuals from National Association
of City Transportation Officials (NACTO) and the
American Association of State Highway and
Transportation Officials (AASHTO) identify three
categories of transit stops along bikeways:

A Bus Boarding Island
A Shared Boarding Area

A Curbside Bus Stop

BUS BOARDING ISLAND

A Bus stops in-lane at an island between bike lane and travel lane
A Bike lane passes behind the boarding area

A Reduces conflicts between buses and cyclists

A Typically used for high-frequency/high-ridership routes

SHARED BOARDING AREA

A Bike lane runs through the passenger boarding space

A Bicyclists yield to boarding passengers

A Used where space is limited

A Appropriate for moderate-frequency/moderate-ridership routes

CURBSIDE BUS STOP

A Bus pulls into bike lane and stops directly at the curb
A Bike lane is temporarily blocked during boarding

A Simplest design with minimal infrastructure

A Typically used for low-frequency/low-ridership routes
