Last month, Richardson voters
approved all five propositions in
the Citys 2026 Bond Election,
authorizing a $223.4 million bond
program for streets, public buildings,
parks and recreation, sidewalks, and
drainage projects across the city.
With the election now behind us, our
Engineering and Capital Projects
team is beginning the early work
of turning those voter-approved
priorities into projects residents
will see in neighborhoods, parks,
and public facilities throughout
Richardson.

Bond programs allow cities to make
major infrastructure investments
that cannot be funded through the
annual operating budget alone.
In Richardson, this program is
structured with no anticipated
increase to the City’s property tax
rate, allowing us to move forward
responsibly while continuing to
invest in the infrastructure our
community depends on every day.

The largest share of the program
is $132.2 million, or 59.2 percent,
which is dedicated to streets and
alleys. That funding will support
roadway reconstruction, localized
pavement  replacement, traffic
signals, school zone flashers, alley

reconstruction and ADA-related
improvements, along with other
transportation and mobility projects
planned throughout Richardson.

Other propositions will strengthen
public safety and quality of life
across our community. Public
buildings funding will support
a new Fire Apparatus Building,
improvements at Fire Station 6 and
design work for a future Fire Station
7. Parks and recreation funding
includes playground and aquatics
improvements, spraygrounds and
a new pedestrian bridge and trail
connection at Breckinridge Park.
Sidewalk and drainage projects
will address missing sidewalk
links, rehabilitation needs, erosion
control, drainage capacity and flood
prevention.

We want residents to be able to
follow this work as it moves from
planning to construction. Updates
will be shared on the City’s Projects
webpage through the Capital Project
Status Map.

Thank you to everyone who took
part in this important election and
helped shape Richardsons future.

Several major street and utility
projects will be active in Richardson

this summer.
o Custer Parkway Near
Aldridge Elementary

Crews working on the Custer
Parkway Improvement Project will
return to the area near Aldridge
Elementary School during
summer break. Work is focused on
reconstructing the southbound lanes
adjacent to Aldridge Elementary and
Custer Park, with traffic shifted to the
completed northbound lanes.

The project includes full concrete
pavement replacement, stormwater
drainage improvements, sidewalk
repairs and other infrastructure
upgrades. The Custer Parkway
Improvement Project is
approximately 4.4  lane-miles
making it the longest stretch of street
reconstruction included in the 2021
Bond Program.

Work near Aldridge was divided into
phases to reduce impacts to school
pickup, drop-off and bus access. Last
summer, crews reconstructed the
northbound lanes between Renner
Road and Pleasant Valley Lane and
reopened both directions of traffic
before the school year began. This

CITY ESTABLISHES INTERIM
PROHIBITION ON NEW SHORT-TERM
RENTAL REGISTRATIONS

MEASURE IN EFFECT THROUGH AUG. 25

The City of Richardson has implemented a temporary 90-day prohibition on the approval
of new short-term rental (STR) registrations for residentially zoned districts while the City
conducts additional public outreach, data collection, and analysis related to STR operations in
neighborhoods. The temporary measure will be in effect through Aug. 25.

The City Council approved the measure at its April 27 meeting. The interim prohibition is
intended to give the City time to further evaluate concerns raised by residents, including potential
clustering of short-term rentals, disruptive gatherings, parking impacts, and other neighborhood
health and safety issues.

The ordinance does not shut down currently operating short-term rentals that qualify under
the adopted provisions. STR operators may continue to operate during the interim period if they
submitted a complete STR registration application by May 27.

A short-term rental is a dwelling, or portion of a dwelling, rented for compensation for stays of
less than 30 consecutive days.

Richardson requires annual registration for short-term rentals. The registration fee is $100, and
applications must include owner and operator information, emergency contact information and
details about where the property is advertised.
