Update: On April 2, 2013, the City Plan Commission 

unanimously approved VAR 13-06 as presented. The 
Spring Valley Station District ordinance permits the 
City Plan Commission to serve as the board of 
appeals in public hearings for sign variance 
requests within the District.  A public hearing was 
not called on the original request; therefore, this 
item has been returned to the Commission for re-
consideration.  

 
 No changes to the original sign design are proposed 

with this request.   
 
CPC Action:  Final Decision 
  The City Plan Commission may approve the 

requested variance as presented, approve with 
conditions, or deny the applicant’s request.  

 
All actions on sign variance requests from the Spring 
Valley Station District Development Regulations 
shall be submitted to the City Council for review and 
become final unless reversed or modified by the City 
Council no later than the second City Council 
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meeting following the date of the City Plan 
Commission action on the requested variance.

Background:  Section 11 of the Spring Valley Station District 

Development Regulations, Signs, establishes the sign 
regulations within the district; however, digital 
displays are not listed among the sign allowances for 
the district.  

 
Chapter 18, Sign Regulations: In August 2012, the City Council approved a Chapter 

18 amendment permitting digital display and 
electronic messaging.
